There was considerable discussion on whether or not to hire Larry Hartjes at
$12.00 per hour after which Rybicki moved to hire him with the provision
that with this pay rate he would do all maintainance work on the Village’s
equipment up to and including engine overhauls. Bade seconded. Motion
carried with Rybicki, Suzda, and Bade voting aye. Trustee Ziebell voted nay.

Trustee Rybicki moved that the park employee (currently Dave Szemborski)
rate per hour be raised to $9.00 per hour.Suzda seconded. Motion carried.

There will be no scrap metal pick-up scheduled this summer as the amount
collected was down last year and we will wait until next year to look at the
need for it.
The listed bills were presented and approved for payment.
On motion and vote the meeting was adjourned.
